1. Call to Order:

The April 6, 2021 Executive Committee meeting was called to order at 7:24 p.m. by President
Shriner. In attendance via Zoom teleconference were:

2. Public Comments on Any Item Not on the Agenda:

There were no comments made.

3. Approve the Draft Minutes of the March 2, 2021 Meeting:

Vice President Moore made a motion to approve the minutes of March 2, 2021. President Shriner
seconded the motion. The minutes were approved by a vote of 2-Ayes (Moore, Shriner), 0-Noes,
and 0-Absent.

4. Discuss Draft Agenda for the April 19th Board Meeting:

Mr. Cray reviewed the draft agenda for the April 19th Board meeting. The Committee made some
recommended changes to the agenda.

Vice President Moore said he would attend
and asked for a list of facts e.g., lift stations, tanks, wells, customers, etc. to share with everyone.
